In 2019 he was invited for a seven-week residency at the Deutsche
Akademie Rom Villa Massimo. In January 2020 his artwork for The Berliner Philharmoniker was
shortlisted for a Grammy. In 2022 he was conferred an honorary doctorate by Birmingham City
University, UK.
